II. Preface

· Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist, and the Holy Spirit descended on Him like a dove.

4. Why did the Spirit descend like a dove and not any other animal?

5. Why did Jesus insist on being baptized even though John tried to deter Him?

6. How do we know when the Spirit has anointed us to do a task?

C. Jesus Is Tempted (Matthew 4:1–11; Mark 1:12–13; Luke 4:1–13)
· Jesus was tempted by Satan through hunger, through proving He is the Son of God, and through the focus of His worship.

1. How did Jesus overcome these temptations?

2. Why did Jesus have to be tempted?

3. What methods do you use to resist temptations?

D. The Second Witness by John the Baptist (John 1:19–34)
· John the Baptist confessed he was not the Christ but recognized Jesus as the Lamb of God.

7. How did John the Baptist know that Jesus was the Christ?

8. What does it mean to you to “make straight the way for the Lord” (v. 23)?

9. What is our testimony of God?  What can we do to testify about God?

E. Jesus Begins Ministry (Luke 3:23a)
· Jesus was about thirty years old when He began His ministry.

10. What do you need before you begin your ministry?

F. Four Disciples Follow Jesus (John 1:35–51)
· Jesus called Andrew, Simon Peter, Philip, and Nathanael to follow Him, and they did.

11. What were the disciples called to do?
