I. Bible Reference

John 2:1–4:3

II. Preface


God sent His Son, Jesus Christ, into the world that the world might be saved through Him.  Whoever believes in Jesus has eternal life; whoever rejects Him will not see life but stands condemned.

III. Outline

A. First Miracle by Jesus (John 2:1–12)
· Jesus changed water into wine at a wedding in Cana of Galilee.

1. Jesus was not the bridegroom or the master of the banquet, yet when Jesus told the servants to do something, how did they respond?

2. What did this miracle reveal to the disciples?

3. What has the Lord asked you to do recently?  How did you respond?  How are you planning to respond the next time?

B. Jesus Cleanses the Temple (John 2:13–22)
· About the time of the Jewish Passover, Jesus went to Jerusalem.  He found people selling animals and exchanging money in the temple courts, so He drove them out.  He performed miraculous signs, and many people believed in His name.

1. What was the purpose of the temple?

2. Why did Jesus drive out the people and the animals?

3. Where is the temple today?

4. What is there that we need to drive out from our “temple”?  What steps are we going to take?

C. Nicodemus Visits Jesus (John 3:1–21)
· A Pharisee named Nicodemus went to talk to Jesus.  Jesus told him the way to enter the kingdom of God.

1. Why did God send His Son into the world?

2. What does it mean to be born again?  born of water?  born of the Spirit?

3. What does it mean to live by the truth (v. 21)?  How can we practically do this in our daily lives?

D. John the Baptist’s Testimony About Jesus (John 3:22–4:3)
· Jesus’ disciples and John the Baptist were both baptizing people.  Some came to John and told him that many people were going to Jesus to be baptized.  John answered humbly and testified for Jesus.

1. What was John’s testimony concerning Jesus? 

2. How can we allow the Lord to be greater and ourselves to be less?  What is one thing that you will lay down for Him this week?
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
