Luke 8:22–56

II. Preface

Jesus continues His ministry throughout the regions of Israel.  Along the way, He calms a storm, drives out demons, and heals people.  Although these people may have never met Jesus before they were healed, they believed in Him completely and by faith asked for His deliverance.  These passages are not only a few stories about Jesus as a miracle worker, but they also serve as a reminder for us to renew our trust in the Lord today.


She said to herself, “If I only touch his cloak, I will be healed.”  Jesus turned and saw her.  “Take heart, daughter,” he said, “your faith has healed you.”  And the woman was healed from that moment.  — Matthew 9:21–22 (NIV)

III. Outline

A. Jesus Calms the Storm (Matthew 8:23–27; Mark 4:35–41; Luke 8:22–25)
· Jesus calmed a storm during a trip He and His disciples took across the lake.

1. Why were Jesus and the disciples in the boat?

2. How is this miracle different from the ones we’ve studied previously?  What does this tell us about Jesus?

3. What was Jesus doing before the disciples woke Him up?  What did He say about His disciples?

4. What spiritual condition should you expect yourself to be in when God has given you directions to go from point A to B?

B. Jesus Casts Out Legion (Matthew 8:28–34; Mark 5:1–20; Luke 8:26–39)
· Jesus cast out the demons in a man and sent them into a herd of pigs.

5. Who did the demons proclaim Jesus was?

6. How did the people of the region respond to this miracle?  What do you think of their response?

7. When God works in our lives, how do we respond?  Why would anyone want to reject God’s work in their lives?

C. A Sick Woman Is Healed and a Dead Girl Is Raised (Matthew 9:18–26; Mark 5:21–43; Luke 8:40–56)
· A sick woman was healed by touching Jesus’ cloak, and a dead girl was brought back to life after Jesus touched her.

8. What did the woman believe would happen if she touched Jesus’ cloak?  What did the father believe would happen if Jesus laid His hands on his daughter?

9. What were the obstacles the woman and the father each had to face?

10. What contrast is there between the attitude of these two people and that of the disciples (section A) when they faced a dire situation of their own?  Share a recent experience of how Jesus “healed” or delivered you through your belief.
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
