II. Preface


Jesus is crucified to redeem us from our sins.  While dying, He again shows us His love and compassion towards others.  In dying, Jesus finishes His objective on earth to take away our sins and give us a free and complete salvation.

III. Outline

A. Jesus Is Mocked by Man (Matthew 27:37, 39–44; Mark 15:26, 29–32; Luke 23:35–38; John 19:19–22)
· While Jesus was hanging on the cross, those who saw Him mocked and insulted Him.

1. Is Jesus actually the King of the Jews?  In what way is He their King?

2. Could Jesus have saved Himself?  If so, why didn’t He do it and show those mocking Him that He could?

3. Is there any situation in which God would purposely not save us?  Why would He not?

B. Soldiers Divide Jesus’ Clothes (Matthew 27:35b–36; Mark 15:24b; Luke 23:34b; John 19:23–24)
· After crucifying Jesus, the soldiers divided up His clothes among themselves.

1. What is the spiritual significance of dividing up Jesus’ clothes?

C. One Criminal Is Saved (Luke 23:39–43)
· Among the two criminals who were crucified with Jesus, one mocked Him but the other asked Jesus to remember him.

1. What were the differences between the two criminals?

2. After committing a crime deserving death, how could the second criminal be worthy of going to paradise?

D. Jesus Comforts His Mother (John 19:25–27)
· Before leaving the earth, Jesus established a new relationship between His mother and one of His disciples.

1. Who was the disciple whom Jesus loved (v. 26)?

2. Why did Jesus entrust His mother and this disciple to each other before He died?

3. What was the response of this disciple?  Has the Lord entrusted someone outside of your earthly family to you?  How have you responded?

E. Jesus Dies (Matthew 27:45–50; Mark 15:33–37; Luke 23:44–45a, 46; John 19:28–30)
· Before Jesus died, He cried out, “My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?”  After being offered wine vinegar Jesus gave up His spirit.

1. Jesus usually addressed the heavenly Father as “Father.”  Why did He now address Him as “My God”?

2. What is the spiritual significance of Jesus’ drinking the wine vinegar?

3. When Jesus said, “It is finished” (John 19:30), what was He referring to?

F. The Curtain Is Torn in Two (Matthew 27:51–56; Mark 15:38–41; Luke 23:45b, 47–49)
· When Jesus died, the curtain of the temple was miraculously torn in two, there was an earthquake, and many saints were resurrected.  The centurion who was guarding Jesus exclaimed that He was indeed the Son of God.

1. What was the original function of the curtain in the temple?  What is the spiritual significance of the curtain temple being torn in two?  (See Hebrews 10:19–22.)

2. Why does the Bible mention the centurion?  What is God trying to teach us?
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
