A. Deliverance
· Psalm 42:8 God is with me at all times-make that a prayer

· Psalms 43:1-4 We can go back to God whenever we desire, He is our stronghold

· Psalm 44: The Lord provided deliverance from our enemies.  He pushes them back.  44:26: Even when we forget His name or turn to another or forgotten what God has done for us, He will redeem us with His unfailing Love

3. Do you think God will deliver you from anything, no matter how terrible?

4. What does God require of us in order for us to experience His deliverance?  Does He require anything before He will deliver us (support with reference from the Bible)?

B. Trust
· Psalm 56:2-4 When you are afraid trust in God, then there is no reason to be afraid.

· Psalm 62:8 Trust in the Lord because He is our refuge.  He is safe and trustworthy

· Psalm 52:7-9 Relying on God’s unfailing love to enable us to flourish.  He is our stronghold.  When we trust in God’s love we will grow spiritually and bear fruit

C. Doubt/When Things Don’t Make Sense

· Psalm 53:1-5 When people doubt the Lord and become lost in dread

· Psalm 55:2-16 When everything looks bad and evil is around every corner turn to God and He will save you

· Psalm 69:1-3, 34-35 When you find yourself lost and full of doubt praise the Lord, even if you feel lost-praise the Lord
