A. Guidance/History of God’s Faithfulness
· Psalm 90:1-2 God has been our dwelling place protecting and watching over not only us today but throughout all generations. 
· Psalms 98:2-3 God loves and is faithful to the house of Israel, and God has shown His salvation to people all over the earth
· Psalm 106:6-12 See all the things that God did while He delivered Israel from Egypt
Questions

1. What does it mean that God has been our dwelling place? Has He been yours?
2. When the Israelites were wandering in the desert for 40 years how was God’s faithfulness shown?

3. Has there been a time when you didn’t realize the Lord had been faithful to you until you looked back in hindsight?  If so, please explain.
4. If we do not trust the Lord and do things using our own abilities, is He still faithful to us?  Why/why not?

B. Trust
· Psalm 91:1-2 Shows us how we are able to rest in the Lord and trust in His shelter.
· Psalm 95 (v7) Shows that he is the Shepard, and we are his flock.  Being sheep, we trust the Shepard.
· Psalm 104: “He sets the earth on it’s foundation, it can never be moved”  What the writer says and the tone of his voice shows his trust for God-mainly that he knows how powerful the Lord is.

Questions:

1. What is the basis for the author’s trust in the Lord? Why do you/do not trust in the Lord?

2. How has God been faithful in your life?
3. How has God been your dwelling place and shelter?

4. Have you ever felt forsaken by God?

5. Do you give God credit for your accomplishments-how so? What does doing that have to do with trusting in the Lord?

How can you tell if you have trusted the Lord in a situation?
